The Conference

The Autumn conference, supported by Surrey County Council, continues the
Research Framework process. This began with the 2001 Conference Archaeology
in Surrey in the 21st century and the subsequent publication of Aspects of
Archaeology and History in Surrey in 2004. The Surrey Archaeological Research
Framework itself was launched in 2006, and since then groups of the Society and
others have used it as a basis for the development of further research. It has
always been intended that the Framework should not be ‘set in stone’ but should
continue to evolve and this conference will examine ways in which that is
happening and invite further involvement in the process.

The conference aims to focus on aspects of prehistoric Surrey and the way in
which the research framework can and is being used by professional and
volunteer groups.

In the afternoon attention will be devoted to the theme of farmsteads and rural
settlement in Surrey, beginning in prehistory and continuing into the medieval
period. As will be seen, these less imposing sites nevertheless are of social and
economic significance throughout the past. It is to be hoped that these
presentations will stimulate discussion and further research.
