Villages Study Projects

Mrs G Crocker reported that a meeting was being arranged for 24th February. No publication was imminent.

2008: 06
Report from the Editors
a) Vol 93: The third proofs have been returned and it is anticipated that the volume will be ready in late February/early March. The printing cost may be higher than the original estimate, partly because of an increase in the number of colour sections and also because the number of author’s corrections is higher than usual. A quotation has been requested from the printers but not yet been received.

b) Vol 94: This volume is making good progress, though the ‘Surrey’ section of ‘Archaeology in Surrey’ has still not been received. It is hoped that it will be ready for to go to the printers in May/June. Plans are now in progress for volume 95.
c) Book reviews: Anne Milton-Worssell has not sent in the review of the book on Sutton Park by Brian Taylor, however she has been ill so efforts to contact her will be resumed. A reviewer for The Parish Churches of Peper Harow and Shackleford by Alan Bott is required and the committee suggested either Prof. N Saul or Dr. D Robinson.

d) Another paper has just been received for the Collections: ‘Excavations at Great Fosters Hotel, Egham’ from PCA.

e) Wall paintings: Mrs A Graham visited Surrey History Centre in late 2007 and obtained copies of some of the photographs needed for this article. Photographs of four other paintings are still needed, and it was suggested that members of local societies may be able to help.

f) Digitisation project: Rosemay Hughesdon has received an estimate for £6638.53 (inc.VAT) to digitise volumes 1-90 of the Collections. This would include scanning, production of pdf files, OCR, page numbering and bookmarks. Scanning the microfiche material (from original hard copy) would be extra. The cumulative indexes could be scanned and saved as Word files for about £200 extra. The total cost should be under £7500. There are questions of copyright to be resolved and applications for grants will be made to help offset the cost. The proposal is to be raised at the February Council meeting for approval in principle.

g) Roman Studies Group possible publication: The RSG is to hold a day conference on the use of water in Roman Britain in May 2008. It has been suggested that the papers presented may subsequently be published by the Society; extra contributions could be invited in order to cover topics that have not been included in the conference. If agreed, publication of the volume would probably take place in 2010-11. The committee discussed the possibility of using Heritage Publications for this, since they will produce a short run of any publication.
