And for all the wordlie estate wherwith god hath blessed

mee I dispose thereof as Followeth: I give vnto Thomas Gofe thelder oldest sonne of Anthony Gofe deceased my Cottage Barne

Garden and Orchard hereto belonging in the parish of Windlesham To haue and to holde the same with thapp[ur]ten[e]nces vnto

the said Thomas Gofe thelder and his assignes during the terme of his life;  And after his Death I gyve the same vnto Thomas 

Gofe the younger his sonne and heire apparant and to his heires and assignes for ever;  And allso the deed of bargaine

and Salle and bond for the p[er]formance of the Coven[a]ntes hereof made vnto mee by Elizabeth Skynner wydowe Daughter

and heire of Anthony Carter late of Chertsey in the Countie of Surrey deceased bearing date the Twelveth day of October
