Sarah Lee the daughter of William Lee of Bolis was baptised the 19th Oct 1634 at St Lawrence, Effingham.

Sarah Lee the wyfe of William Lee was buried on 20 June 1635 at St Lawrence, Effingham.

Elizabeth Atlee the daughter of William Atlee of Boules was baptised 1 Jan 1636 ?

No record of William marrying again in Effingham, but a William Lee marries Mary Bushman on 26 May 1637 at St George the Martyr, Southwark.

Marie Lee the daughter of William Lee was christened 1 Nov 1638 at St Lawrence Effingham.
William Lee of Boules was buried 15 May 1640 at St Lawrence, Effingham

Joane Lee died 1653 (will available online), in will leaves money yearly to daughters of William Lee: Elizabeth Lee, Marye Lee and Joane Lee]
