Medieval Pilgrimage in Surrey — a self guided walk

B Tying into this year’s Festival of Archaeology theme of
/ ‘journeys’; the Medieval Studies Forum has put together a
self-guided heritage trail leaflet themed around medieval
pilgrimage. While the leaflet incorporates some of the
limited evidence we have for pilgrimage taking place in
. Surrey during the Middle Ages, it focuses in particular on
¢ two ecclesiastical sites with evidence as pilgrimage sites: St
Martha’s and St Catherine’s, near Guildford. This includes a
self-guided walk between the two sites, walking along the ‘Pilgrim’s Way’, with a suggested
starting point in Guildford and alternative train connection at Chilworth. Other points of
interest along the way, including Guildford Museum, are highlighted. The leaflet is
available as a downloadable pdf (both the print version and read-only) from the website.
